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Section 210._Rebuilding or Restoration. Any dwelling or building which may be destroyed
in whole or in part by fire, windstorm or lrom any other cause or act of God must be rebuilt or all
debris must be removed and the Lot restored to the sightly condition, such rebuilding or restoration
to be complétad with reasonable promptness and in any event within six (6) months from the time the
damage occurred.

Section 211. Fences. All fences shall be constructed of natural wood, brick or decorative
block and shall be no more than six (6) leet high. No material may be used for [ences unless
previously approved by the Approving Authonty. Fxcept with approval of the Approving Authority,
no fence or hedge more than two teet high shall be installed closer W an adjoining strect than the
dwelling or any other building located on the Lot 15 to the street.

ARTICLE 1T

LIVING ENVIRONMENT STANDARDS

Section 301. Building and Grounds Conditions., Fach Owner shall maintain the exterior
of the dwelling and any Accessory Building, fence and all other Structures, lawns and 1andscaping,
walks and driveways, in tirst class condition and shall cause them to be repaired as the eflects of
damage and deterioration become apparent. If the Owner Lails to properly perform such mamtenance,
the Approving Authority may, after piving thirty (30) days written notice, eftect such repairs and
maintenance as it deems necessary in its judgment to maintain the standards of the subdivision.

Section 302. Garage Doors. Garape doors shall be kept closed except when being used to
permil ingress or egress to and from the garage,

Section 303. Maintenance Equipment. All mamtenance equipment shall be stored in an
enclosed Structure or otherwise adequintely screened so as not 1o be visible from neighboring property
or adjoining strects.

Section 304, Clothesline and Children's Play Equipment. All outdoor clothes poles,
clotheslines and other facilities for drying or airing of clothing or household goods and children's play
equipment or other recreational equipment shall be placed or screencd by fence or shmhtgcm 50 as
not to be visible from neighboring property or adjacent streets.

Section 305, Reluse. No unsightly obyects or materials, includimg but not lunited to: ashes,
trash, rubbish, garbage, grass or shrub clippings, scrap matertal or other refuse, or receptacles or
containiers therefor, shall be stored, accumulated or deposited outside or 50 to be visible lrom any
neighbonng property or adjoining street, except during refuse collection. Afler a period of two weeks
of continued violation of this Section 3015, the Approving Authority shall have the right to enter upon
the Lot involved and remove such unsightly objects or materials at the expense ol the Owner. Such
an entry shall not be deemed a trespass and the Owner shall be liable for all costs incurred 1L[atwe:
thereto.
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Section 306. Nuisances. No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on upon any .ot
nor anything done thereon tending to cause embarrassment, discomlort, annoyance or nuisance to the
neighborhood., No offensive or hazardous activities may be carricd on in any lot or in any living unit
or Accessory Building. No annoying lights, sounds or odors shall be permitted to emanate {rom any
living units or Accessory Buildings.

Section 307. Sound Devices. No cxterior speakers, horns, whistles, bells or other sound
devices except security devices used exclusively for security shall be located, used or placed on any
Structure within any Lot.

Section 308. Landscaping. Within six (6) months alter completion of a dwelling or within
any exiension ol that period granted by the Approving Authority, all yards and open spaces shall be
Landscaped and thereafter maintained in lawn or landscape. For puposes ol this section, the front
yard is defined as the arca of the Lot between the paved surface of any street adjacent to the .ot and
the Building setback line on the Lot

Sectiop 309. Weeds. All yards and open spaces and the entire arca of every Lot on which
no building has becn constructed shall be kept tree from plants or weeds infected with noxious insects
or plant diseases and from weeds which in the reasonable opinion of the Approving Authority are
likely to cause the spread ol infection of weeds to the neighboring property and [ree [rom brush or
other growth or trash which in the reasonable opinion of the Approving Authority causes undue
danger ol fire or an unsightly appearance to the Subdivision.

Section 310. Mowing and Pruning. In order 1o elfect insect, weed and fire control and to
prevent and remove nuisances, the Owner of any Lot upon which a building has not been constructed
shall mow, cut, prune, clear and remove from the premises unsightly brush, weeds and other unsightly
growth and shall remove any trash which may collect or accumulate on the Lot. Each Owner of any
lot shall keep all channels within such Owner’s Lot that are part of the storm water runoff maintenance
and detention systems of the Subdivision free and clear of weeds and debris that will or might alter
the intended flow of storm water across such lot

Section 311. Grading Patterns. No matenal change may be made in the ground level, slope,
pitch or drainage patterns of any Lot as fixed by the oniginal fimish grading except after tirst bbtaining
the prior consent and approval of the Approving Authority and the Building Otticial of the City of
(‘anon City. Grading shall be maintained at all times so as to conduct imgation and surface waters
away [rom building and so as to protect foundations and footings from excess moisture and so as to
facilitate the efficient and uninterrupted operation of the storm water drainage systems lor the
Subdivision

Section 312, Transmitters. No electronie or radio transmitter of any kind other than garage
door openers shall be operated in or on any Structure or Lot
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
