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ARTICLE IV

B ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS

Section 4. Building Approval. No structure shall be commenced, erected, placed, moved
onto a Lot, permitted to remain on any Lot or altered in any way so as to malerially change the Lol's
previously existing exterior appearance, except in accordance with plans, specitications and other
information submitted to the Approving Authornty and approved by the Approving Authority no more
than one year before start of the construction, alteration or installation. Matters which require the
approval of exterior appearance, matenal, color, height and location ol each Structure, covenng, drive,
walk and fence, and grading ol site. In granting or withholding approval, the Approving Authority
shall consider among olher things: the adequacy of the malterials for their intended use, the
harmonization ol the external appcarance with the surroundings, environment and to surrounding uses,
the depree, il any, to which the proposed Structure or covering will cause intrusions of sound, light
or other effect on neighboring sites beyond those reasonably to be expected in a quality urban
reSidential area from considerate neighbors,

Section 402. Plans Submissions. All plans, samples and other materials to be submitted to
the Approving Authority shall be submitted in duplicate. The minitnum scale of these plans shall be
one-twentieth inch equals one foot. The plot plan in this minimum scale shall show the location ol
all buildings, drives, walks, [ences and any other Structures. Proposed new contours throughout the
lot and abutling streel elevations on all sides shall be shown. Structure plans shall show all extenor
elevations, and shall destgnate each exterior color to be used by means of actual color samples.

Section 403. Approval Process. All action required or permitted to be taken by the
Approving Authority shall be in writing and any such written statement shall establish the action of the
Approving Authorily and shall protect any person relying on the statement. 1 the Approving
Authority does not execute and acknowledge such a statement wathin fifteen (15) days after delivery
of all the required materials to the members of the Approving Authority, the materials so delivered
shall be deemed approved for the purpose ol these Covenants. The Approving Authorily may charge
reasonable fees to cover expenses incurred m review ol plans, samples and materials submitted
pursuant to the Declaration, exclusive of reimbursement to the members ot the Approving Authority
for their services. The Approving Authority shall be entitled to retain one copy of all approved plans
as part of its specifications and material does not relieve the party making the submission trom tull
compliance with the Declarations or Covenants lor the "Wolf Park Subdivision™.

Secction 404. Variances. The Approving Authority shall have the authority to grant for a Lot

or Building site a variance from the terms of one or more of Section 106, 110, 202, 203 and 209

subject to the terms and conditions which may be lixed by the Approving Authority and will not be

contrary to the interests ol the Owners and residents of the Subdivision where, owing to exceptional

and extraordinary circumstances, literal enforcement of all ol those sections resull in unnecessary
hardship. FFollowing an application lor a Vanance:

a) The Approving Authority shall witlun sixty (60) days afier the request tor the vanance

was delivered, determine whether to grant or deny the variance  [1 the Approving
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Authority fails to act on the request for the variance within sixty (60) days, the variance shall be
deemed denied. [f the Approving Authonty shall call a meeting of Owners of Lots in the Subdivision,
to be held at the Approving Authority's principal office, notice of which meeting shall be given to the
Owners at least ten (10) days in advance, at which meeting all Owners shall have an opportunity to
appear and express their views.

b)

Whether or not anyone appears at the meeting 1n support of or in opposition to the
application for variance, the Approving Authority shall within one week after the
meeting either grant or deny the vanance.

The Approving Authority shall detenmine whether or not a variance granted hereunder
shall run with the Lot or Building Site for which granted on a case-by-case basis.

If a variance is denied, another application for a variance for the same Lot or Building
Site may not be made for a period of one year.

A variance shall not be granted unless the Approving Authority shall find that all of the
following conditions exist:

(1) the variance will not authorize the operation of a use other than private,
single-family residential use;

(i)  owingto the exceptional and extra-ordinary circumstances, literal enforcement
of the sections above enumerated will result in unnecessary hardship;

(iii)  the variance will not substantially or permanently injure the use of other
property in the Subdivision;

(iv}  the variance will not alter the essential character of the Subdivision;

(v) the variance will not weaken the peneral purposes of these Covenants;
-
(vi}  the variance will be in harmony with the spinit and purpose of these Covenants;,
and 2

(vii}  the circumstances leading the applicant to seck a variance are urugue to the Lot

or Building Site or its Owner, and are nol applicable generally to Lots in the
Subdivision of their Owners.
